



YOUTH & ADULT SOCCER LEAGUE
2011-2012 RULE CHANGES & CLARIFICATIONS

Ball Hits Ceiling or 

Throw in awarded to opposing team nearest to where ball went out.  
Netting Cables:  
Backpass to Goalie:
If goalie picks up ball then free kick is awarded to opposing team an Indirect Kick approximately 10 yards from opposing goal line.
Player Receives Red Card:       Team shall play shorthanded for (5) consecutive minutes 

                                                     regardless if the other team scores during the man down situation.
**Any player receiving a red card shall be suspended for a minimum of (1) game or more at Force management’s discretion.  Referee shall indicate on the game sheet that a red card was given and Force will follow up immediately.
Penalty Shot Spot:
Force East:

All penalty shots on smaller fields shall be placed (10) yards from the goal line and players are required to stand (3) yards behind the ball.

All penalty shots on larger fields (U11-U14) shall be spotted at the top of the goalie box.

Force Rocky River

All penalty shots shall be spotted at the top of the goalie box.
Goal Kicks:
All goal kicks will be awarded as a “dead ball” throw to the goalie and goalies shall be allowed to “try again” if they violate the rule.
Drop Kicks:
Goalies are not allowed to drop kick the ball inside the box at any time.  If a goalie makes a save and the ball is “live”, he/she is entitled to drop the ball outside the box and kick it while it is bouncing.

Slide Tackling vs. Sliding:
Any player who attempts to slide at the ball while in possession by the opposing team is committing a foul. Players that slide to keep the ball from going in the goal or out of bounds, with no opposing players in the immediate area, is acceptable.  Goalies are allowed to slide for the ball inside the goalie box but the same rules apply to them as all players outside their area.  Referees shall call this type of infraction at their discretion.
